The Department of Paediatric Anaesthesia currently undertakes 10,000 cases per year, managed through six operating rooms and a variety of non-OR sites.

Due to the involvement of these positions with tertiary paediatric anaesthesia, you must have undertaken a minimum of one year fellowship in Paediatric Anaesthesia, (preferably outside New Zealand) in addition to your basic anaesthetic training. You will be expected to be competent in managing all aspects of specialised paediatric anaesthesia (except paediatric cardiac surgery) and will have on-call responsibilities for Paediatric Anaesthesia at Starship Children’s Hospital. You must have or be eligible for vocational registration with the Medical Council of New Zealand.
